Services just released an announcement of their 

latest findings which show that child abuse decreased 

in 2008.  These findings, contained in the “Child 

Maltreatment 2008” annual report, explain that these 

are the lowest child victimization rates in five years.   

   Brigid Collins’ prevention services are making a difference for children.  

Locally, we have seen a 30% reduction in the number of child abuse calls 

that come into Child Protection Services each month.
